To whom it may concern:

Please note regarding the slide tackle issue.  If someone commits a slide tackle and strikes an opponent, you are to issue a yellow card deeming the play "reckless" for unsporting behavior.
If the foul is "hard" (such as cleats showing or fouled from behind) or in your opinion it was intentional where either the player was injured or could have been injured you are to red card the player and make a report to me.  That player will be suspended automatically.

Coaches should also be advised that slide tackles are dangerous and can lead to serious injuries, and therefore should be avoided. 
If a player slides to save a ball or no apparent contact is made versus a player, then there is no foul and play is to be continued. 
CYO is trying to prevent injuries to children, and we will do our best to protect them.
